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Dear Friends, 
 
On Easter Sunday we celebrated the Feast of 
the Resurrection.  Christ died and rose at the 
time of Passover, celebrated by the Jewish peo-

ple in the spring.  Ac-
cording to St. Bede, 
Easter's name comes 
from the Anglo-Saxon 
goddess Eostre, associ-
ated with spring and fer-
tility, and celebrated 
around the vernal equi-
nox.   As Christmas was 
moved to coincide with 

the pagan celebration of winter, Easter was 
likely moved to coincide and replace the pagan 
celebration of spring.  Thus, at Christmas, the 
darkest time of the year, we celebrate the fact 
that the Light of Christ has come into the 
world.  In the spring, when everyone is longing 
for light and new life, we rejoice that Christ 
our Light has conquered sin and death. 
 
The symbols of Easter —chicks, 
bunnies, and eggs, flowers, and 
even the cross— are symbols of 
new life.  We start to prepare our 
gardens and perhaps think of the 
first garden, the Garden of Eden, 
and the first Gardener, who gave 
our first parents the responsibility 
of caring for the earth.  The sin of the first 
Adam was atoned for by the loving sacrifice of 
the Second Adam, Christ, who likewise com-
manded his disciples to go out into the world  
and spread the good news of salvation. 

 

 
According to the Catechism of the Catholic 
Church, God is the sovereign master of his 
plan of salvation.  But to carry it out, he also 
makes use of his creature’s cooperation.  He 
gives his creatures not only their existence 
but also the dignity of acting on their own, 
of being causes and principles for each 
other, and thus of cooperating in the accom-
plishment of his plan.  Christ was always 
concerned with doing the Father’s will.  On 
the cross his last words were “It is finished.”  
He tells us to pray, “Thy will be done, on 
earth as it is in heaven.”  
 
We have immense dignity and worth in 
God’s eternal plan.  We were created in 
God’s image and are co-creators with him in 
the universe.  Today we are exploring the 
universe from the most distant planet to the 
smallest particle of life.  It is vital that we 
remember the Creator as we explore the 
work of his creation.  Christ told us that he 
is the way, the truth, and the life.  For this 
reason, science and religion cannot truly be 
at odds with each other.  It may seem so at 
times but only because we don’t know 
enough.  
 
 The gloom of Good Friday was replaced by 
the joy of Easter morning.  God is at work.  
Christ, the cause of our joy, has conquered!  
Alleluia!
