 Dear Friends 
     One of the common themes of Lent is 

forgiveness.  It’s so important that Jesus made it a 
part of the Our Father, the prayer he taught us.  It’s 
easy to say “forgive and forget,” but it’s hard to do.  
Those who were willing to stone the woman taken in 
adultery had to be reminded that they too were sin-
ners.  Remembering that we need to be forgiven 
should make it easier to forgive. 
 Psychologists give us human reasons to for-
give.  Unless we forgive others, we destroy ourselves.  
Anger and resentment can turn to a bitterness that 
colors all aspects of life, leads to chronic anxiety, de-
pression, general distrust, and damages all other rela-
tionships.  “Cut offs” are common in families and 
make even the thought of a family-get-together a 
source of stress instead of joyful anticipation.  Studies 
show that hanging on to anger and resentment trigger 
a variety of health problems, including a fivefold risk 
of heart attack.  Forgiveness is a healthy choice that 
increases self-esteem, a positive attitude, and lowers 
blood pressure!  
 Forgiving doesn’t mean that absolving the 
other person of wrong doing.  Acknowledge the anger 
and then let it go.  Decide to forgive.  Don’t keep re-
hashing the injury or “trashing” the person who hurt 
you.  Consider mitigating factors that may explain 
why the person offended you.  It will help you to for-
give and move on if you can understand the reason 
for the hurtful action.  Allow time for the forgiveness, 
which was a decision of your mind, to become a feel-
ing of your heart.  And remember that often forgive-

ness must be mutual.  The other person may feel 
that you have hurt him as well and may be facing a 
similar struggle!   Reconciliation is only possible 
when both persons are ready.  That is where God, 
who is Love, has it all over us.  God never turns 
from us when we sin.  We turn from God.  When 
we are ready, God is waiting with all the help we 
need!   
 Appropriately, this week everyone at 
Seton-LaSalle will have the opportunity to receive 
the Sacrament of Penance.  The students have 
been giving spare change for local poor and just 
finished a penny war to raise money for the poor 
in Peru.  Groups of students are working on two 
different presentations of the Stations of the Cross.  
Please try to join us on Friday, March 7, for out-
door Stations, weather permitting, and/or Station 
in the auditorium at 8:35 a.m. on Friday, March 
14.  We began Lent with Mass on Ash Wednesday 
and will end our Lenten services here with Mass 
on Tuesday, March 18.  We are free on Holy 
Thursday and Good Friday so we can participate 
in the Parish observances of Holy Week. 

Lent reminds us of what is truly impor-
tant.  Love of God and neighbor require strength 
and compassion and a forgetfulness of self that can 
only come from the grace of God.  Let us listen to 
God’s voice in our lives and respond in love.  
“Lord, by the grace of your sacrifice, may we who 
ask forgiveness be ready to forgive one another in 
the name of Jesus the Lord.”

Freshman Honors English

For me, freshman honors English has hon-
estly been one of the most interesting classes 
I've ever had.

Middle State Preparation 
 

Seton-LaSalle, like most high schools, is in-
volved in a continuous process of self-
evaluation.  Every seven years, the school de-
termines goals which it seeks to accomplish 
over the next years.  Next year we will be in-
volved in the process of determining our goals 
for the next cycle.  In the fall of 2009 we will 
host an evaluation team from the Middle 
States Association, who will visit the school, 
study our improvement plans, and make rec-
ommendations. 

 

This semester we are asking faculty, students, 
and parents to complete a survey to help us 
determine our strengths and weaknesses.  The 
students will complete their surveys during 
one of their social studies classes in April.  
The faculty will complete their surveys on the 
next in-service day.  Parents are asked to com-
plete a survey on-line.   Beginning next week 
a link will be placed on our web-site which 
parents can use to access the survey, which 
will be available during March and April.  
Our goal is to have every faculty member, 
every student, and one parent from every fam-
ily complete the survey.  Please use this op-
portunity to have your opinion count!    
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Center. It was a unique and exciting opportunity 
for the students to get out of the classroom and to 
experience the human body in a very real way.  
 
Between November of 1978 and May of 1982 a 
scientist by the name of Dr. Gunther von Hagens 
applied for several patents on his ground breaking 
work in preserving biological tissue using a proc-
ess that came to be known as Plastination. This 
process involved replacing the water in cells with 
synthetic polymers that would allow them to last 
longer and prevent decay. It was a partner of von 
Hagen's named Dr Sui Hongjin who brought 
"Bodies...The Exhibition" to life. 
 
There has been a great deal of controversy sur-
rounding the exhibition, most notably the claims 
that the bodies on display are those of prisoners 
held captive and executed against their will. Most 
of these allegations have come from Dr. von 
Hagens himself, whose "Body Worlds" is in direct 
competition with Hongjin's exhibition. The 
Church, however, has recieved sworn statements 
that the bodies being exhibited are those of people 
who died of natural causes and whose families 
have agreed to let them be put on display with the 
understanding that they will receive a proper burial 
when the exhibit closes. As Catholics we must un-
derstand that it is okay to learn from these bodies 
as long as we realize that they are created by God 
and that they too have human dignity. 
 
This hands-on experience is something that the 
Anatomy students will surely remember for a long 
time to come. The amount of information that we 
can gain from these bodies is infinite. To be able 
to see the body in all of it's wonder and majesty 
and to be able to understand more about ourselves 
and the way we interact with the world around us 
is only a further testament to God's awesome 
power and the miracles of science. 
 

 

Mrs. Furlong—Room 209 

In October a new science teacher took over 
Room 209.  Mrs. Meri Beth Furlong, who is 
certified in Biology and has a Masters in Edu-
cation and a BS in Environmental Science, 
teaches Anatomy, Biology, and Environmental 
Science here.  
 
One of the first things that happened after Mrs. 
Furlong began here is that Room 209 began to 
change.  It is now one of the liveliest rooms 
you will find at Seton-LaSalle.  The space 
contains three turtles, two goldfish, a lizard 
named Sahara, and a rabbit named Snicker 
Doodle.  Being in a lively setting is like a 
breath of fresh air.  The room is full of color 
and projects from all of the classes hang on the 
walls.  They constantly remind us of what we 
have learned and what we will learn in our 
future science classes.  We have just finished 
learning about the life of a cell and are starting 
a new chapter “How Life Begins.”  Early in 
the school year, we went to a Genetics Update 
Conference in which we learned all about can-
cer.  Once in a while we have a note card quiz.  
These quizzes are like pop quizzes except you 
can retake it the next day.  We can always an-
ticipate learning something new and interest-
ing everyday in class.  We have a weekly jour-
nal and in it we write down two things we 
learned each day.  On Fridays, we look over 
our journals and realize how much we have 
learned that week.

A Personal Reflection

 From December 27, 2007, to January 11, 
2008, I traveled to Cuba with twenty-five other 
Americans, including four adults, on the 2008 Mis-
sion of Peace, sponsored by the North East Jurisdic-
tion of the United Methodist Church.  Mission of 
Peace is designed for high school students to break 
down walls of hatred and stereotypes while building 
bridges of shalom and understanding between peo-
ples. Our goal is not to convert but to learn what it 
means to be a Christian in Cuba and apply that to 
being a Christian in America.
