Using two Venn diagrams (neatly presented) or paragraphs, compare and contrast the
characters of Odysseus and Penelope from The Odyssey and The Eighth Arrow (i.e.,
compare Penelope from The Odyssey with Penelope from The Eighth Arrow, then
compare Odysseus from The Odyssey with Odysseus from The Eighth Arrow).
